· Each member college will have 3 votes: The 2 BICS Board Members (one staff and one student) and one networking rep will have a vote each
· No college can vote for its own event
· The 3 initiative with the most votes will be shortlisted
· The Voting will take place between March 21st and March 27th.
· The shortlisted applicants will be notified by e-mail on March 28th.
· Colleges who do not submit 3 votes will be ineligible to be shortlisted.
· The 3 shortlisted nominees will be required to complete a more detailed application form which must be submitted by April 3rd at 2pm. 
· The winner will be chosen by a panel of adjudicators, their decision is final.
· Colleges who do not submit 3 votes will be ineligible to be short listed.
